LOCAL LAW NO. ___ - 2005

A LOCAL LAW authorizing the County of Westchester to enter into an intermunicipal agreement with the Village of Sleepy Hollow whereby the County will lease Barnhart Park from the Village and will contribute funds toward the construction of an all-weather ball field and other improvements thereon, to be operated and maintained by the Village and accessible to all County residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of Westchester as follows:


Section 1.  The County of Westchester (“County”) is hereby authorized to enter into an intermunicipal agreement (“IMA”) with the Village of Sleepy Hollow (“Village”) whereby the County will lease Barnhart Park from the Village and will contribute funds toward the construction of an all-weather ball field and other improvements thereon, to be operated and maintained by the Village and accessible to all County residents.

§2. Pursuant to the IMA, the County shall reimburse the Village for up to $1,250,000 of the construction costs of the project. Following construction, the Village shall be responsible for the operation, maintenance, scheduling and security of the park at its own expense. The park shall be available to all Westchester County residents.  All fees shall be subject to prior County approval. To the extent any fees are charged for the use of any part of the park, the fees charged to non-residents of the Village shall not exceed double the fees charged to the Village’s residents.

§3. The IMA shall also provide that, as further consideration for the County’s investment in Barnhart Park, the Village shall also accept the transfer of Weber Avenue (C.R. 14A) consisting of approximately .47 miles (the “Road”). The County shall remove the Road from the County road system in the manner prescribed by Section 115-b of the Highway Law and all of the County’s right, title and interest in the Road shall thereupon revert to the Village.  


§4. The term of the IMA shall be fifteen (15) years.


§5.  The County Executive or his authorized designee is hereby authorized to execute any instruments and to take any action necessary and appropriate to effectuate the purposes hereof.


§6.  This Local Law shall take effect immediately.
