LOCAL LAW NO.       - 2006
A LOCAL LAW authorizing the County of Westchester to enter into a twenty (20) year lease agreement (also referred to as a Memorandum of Agreement) with United States of America, acting by and through the Federal Aviation Administration.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of Westchester, as follows:


Section 1.  The County of Westchester (“County”) is hereby authorized to enter into a twenty (20) year lease agreement (“Lease”) (also referred to as a Memorandum of Agreement) with United States of America, acting by and through the Federal Aviation Administration (“FAA”) for the operation of various airport navigation, communication and weather aid facilities all of which support air traffic operations at the Westchester County Airport in a form substantially similar to the attached.  

(2.  The Lease (also referred to as a Memorandum of Agreement) shall contain the following provisions:  

A. The FAA shall pay no lease fee under the agreement.  Rather the FAA shall be responsible for all costs associated with the establishment, operation and maintenance of the FAA facilities at the airport; 

B. 
The FAA shall remediate, at its sole cost, all hazardous substance contamination on FAA facilities which are a direct result of FAA installation, operation, relocation and/or maintenance of its facilities;  
C. 
     The County shall remain responsible for any other 


     contamination and shall save and hold the United States 


     government harmless for any and all other costs, liabilities 

                 and/or claims brought by third parties. 

(3.  The County Executive or his authorized designee is authorized and empowered to execute all instruments and to take all actions reasonably necessary to effectuate the purposes of this Local Law.

(4.  This Local Law shall take effect immediately.
