* The goal of the Office of the Westchester County District
Attorney is to provide fair, effective and expeditious
investigation and prosecution of criminal offenses committed
in Westchester County. In order to accomplish this goal, the
office is organized as follows:

e Appeals and Special Litigation Division -The Appeals and
Special Litigation Division responds to legal challenges to
criminal charges or convictions. This division is comprised of
the Appeals, Motions, Special Litigation, and Training and
Education Bureaus.

* Investigations Division-To proactively reduce crime, this
division employs a wide variety of investigative tools includin
the latest technology, experienced investigative resources an
a core group of experienced prosecutors.
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Core Programs & Functions

* Local Criminal Courts and Grand Jury Division-This
division is comprised of the Local Criminal Courts Bureau and
the Grand Jury Bureau. The Local Criminal Courts Bureau
includes eight branch offices. The Grand Jury Bureau oversees
the presentation of a wide variety of cases to the Grand Jury
for indictment.

e Special Prosecutions Division -This division investigates
and prosecutes all cases of domestic violence and child

abuse.

e Superior Court Trial Division-This division is responsible for
obtaining fair, just and timely dispositions of felony
indictments either by trial verdict or by a plea of guilty in the

Superior Courts of Westchester County.

* Criminal Investigators- The primary mission of the criminal
investigators is to provide support to the prosecutors and our
over 40 local police departments in the investigation and
prosecution of crimes committed in Westchester County.
