The Board passed legislation to provide
free home locks and security cameras for
survivors of domestic and gender-based
violence. Developed with the Westchester
County Office for Women, the County
Executive’s Office, and Pace Women’s Jus-
tice Center, this Act enhances safety for
victims.

ILLEGAL MOPED SWEEP

After numerous emails and calls I re-
ceived this summer about illegal mopeds
and electric bikes on the road, I did some
research and decided that Yonkers, Bronx-
ville, and Eastchester needed a moped
detail sweep. I worked alongside our local
police department and the New York State
Troopers, to cover a wide area. After help-
ing to organize the effort I was able to ac-
company County Police’s detail.

The moped detail was carried out on the
Bronx River Parkway, the Saw Mill River

Parkway, local streets in District 15, and
on the South County Trail and the Bronx
River Trail, where we had police standard
ATVs. During the sweep, over 25 mopeds
were impounded and over 100 summonses
were issued.
