• CONTINUED DISCUSSION OF 2010 STATE LEGISLATIVE PACKAGE  
 

The Committee members reviewed the items submitted by the various state and county 
legislators, as well as the County Executive’s Office, for consideration.  Because of the diversity 
in the items and the dire fiscal situation, Chair Kaplowitz recommended that this year’s package 
be broken down into sections – the first section (Package ‘A’) being budgetary priorities.  This 
would include Early Intervention and the like, however, the goal would be to keep this portion of 
the package to three items.  The Committee members agreed. 
 
Chair Kaplowitz also suggested that the Committee reach out – via letters – to the local 
municipalities and school districts to get their input as well.  This has not been done in the past. 
The members agreed.
