Generator Law

This would require all cellular
and communications towers in
Westchester County to have
emergency backup generators with
enough on-site fuel for 72 hours of
continuous operation. This will
help to make certain that cellular
phone towers remain operable
during major storm events such as
the ones we have experienced in
the last year.

Prior to this technology, it took municipalities
longer to fingerprint and process their prisoners. This system will speed up
the process and ease the burden of waiting for results by forwarding the in-
formation digitally and immediately to Albany.

NYS TraCS Program

This agreement will allow local municipalities to have access to New York
State’s Traffic and Criminal Software Program. Having access to this pro-
gram will make the traffic stops shorter and safer for both the citizens and
the police officers by electronically putting the traffic ticket into the County
record management system and sent to Albany.
